Central Vietnam, encompassing Da 
Nang, Hue, Hoi An, Quang Nam, 
and Quang Ngai, experiences the 
country’s most intense typhoons 
during the peak season, which 
spans from September through 
December. On October 29, our 
Vietnamese staff members and 
beneficiaries were subjected to 
severe flooding affecting their 
homes, businesses, and agricultural 
properties for four days. While 
cleanup operations are currently 
underway, a formidable typhoon 
then struck the central coast on 
November 6 to 7. 



In the wake of widespread damage, 
emergency supplies are urgently 
needed. We kindly request your 
financial assistance in procuring 
essential items such as safe 
drinking water, food, hygiene kits, 
disinfectants, medications, clean 
clothing, cooking pots and pans, 
and temporary shelter.


As our beneficiaries progress 
toward more promising futures, 
typhoon season has begun.

Just looking 
at the filter, I felt safe. I knew 
the water would be clean and 
taste better.”

Your support created a transformative impact this year, 
more than doubling our reach by installing 53 water 
filtration systems and 4 new drilled wells. This critical 
infrastructure now provides safe, reliable water for 
16,471 children and 1,517 teachers across 52 schools and 
centers, protecting health and supporting 
daily learning.


To ensure the long-term value of your investment, we 
evaluated 11 systems that have been in operation for 
three years and found all in excellent condition and 
effectively used—proving the sustainability of this 
lifesaving work.


Despite this incredible progress, the urgent need for 
clean water in mountainous regions, west of Da Nang 
continues. Your ongoing partnership allows us to 
deliver this  basic necessity to the next community of 
children waiting for a healthier future.

Your support provided a foundation for learning by 
delivering 4,523,033 nutritious meals to 32,698 school 
children this year, directly improving their health and 

easing the financial burden on their families. Building on 
this success and proven health outcomes, we expanded our 
reach to Hue and Quang Tri provinces, ensuring even more 

children receive consistent, healthy meals.


To maximize the impact of every meal, we distributed 
fortified rice and soup mix to 162 preschools and elder care 

centers and conducted five training sessions for 322 
teachers and kitchen staff. This powerful combination of 

direct nourishment and local capacity building is creating 
lasting change.


With over 19 million meals served since the program's 
launch, the need for consistent nutrition remains. Your 
continued partnership allows us to reach the next child 

waiting for a healthy start.

Your partnership enabled us to provide deeper, more 
consistent support to 205 single mothers who received 
tailored assistance—including essential supplies, 
medical care, and training sessions that built their 
confidence and developed their practical skills.


Their living conditions also improved significantly: 36 
households received essentials, and 11 homes in Cam Le 
District, Da Nang, were fully renovated—moving 
beyond small repairs to creating safe, stable 
environments that protect families from storm damage 
and potential collapse.


Education remained a priority, with 196 scholarships 
enabling their children to stay in school; while 60 
Tet gift packages brought joy and dignity to 
family celebrations.


By broadening and deepening its support, the EFWC 
program is helping single mothers not only meet daily 
needs, but also building stronger foundations—safer 
homes, steadier livelihoods, and brighter futures for 
their children.

In 2025, the Hope System of Care provided 200 children 
with disabilities—including 52 who rejoined our program—

with comprehensive support, from health check-ups and 
educational assistance to essential medical devices and 

joyful community events that fostered belonging.


Recognizing that a supported child needs a supported 
family, we began the year by listening. Through surveys and 

interviews with 200 caregivers, we gained invaluable 
insights that directly shaped a new capacity-building 

initiative. We successfully delivered five of six training 
modules, equipping parents with crucial skills in caregiving, 

early intervention, and accessing vital resources.


To ease the emotional weight on families, we hosted Self-
Care Days for 78 parents, offering rest and professional 

support. We also provided personalized medical equipment 
and home assessments to meet each child's unique needs.


Beyond individual families, we strengthened entire 
communities by enhancing three disability support centers 

in Quang Tri and Hue, improving facilities and training for 
the staff who serve over 200 children.


Step by step, the Hope System of Care is ensuring children 
grow stronger, families feel empowered, and communities 

become more inclusive oases of hope for all.


With your support, children with disabilities will continue 
to attend schools appropriate for their needs, physical 

therapy and mobility aids, speech and language training, as 
well personal life skills.

“Becoming a Bright Scholar 
was a turning point that 
brought hope and direction to 
my life. COV feels like a 
guardian angel to me. I didn't 
choose where I was born, but I 
can choose how I grow up.”

Your investment is opening doors for disadvantaged 
students to learn, grow, and lead. This year, 126 
university students thrived with Bright Scholars 
scholarships, and 225 secondary students built a strong 
academic foundation through Study Steps grants.


A resounding success was the graduation of our 
inaugural Study Steps class. Of the 150 students 
completing lower secondary school, 138 continued on 
to high school, with 89% accepted into their school 
of choice. 


For Bright Scholars, COV organized the first-ever 
physical fitness Summer Camp, where students 
combined sports with leadership workshops to build 
their resilience, teamwork, and confidence. Another 
milestone was reached during the Bike Ride week in Da 
Nang in March, when Bright Scholars joined students 
from North Carolina State University for meaningful 
cultural exchanges—sharing stories, practicing English, 
and broadening their perspectives on 
global citizenship.


Your continued support allows us to expand into  
Quang Tri Province, expanding our reach so that even 
more young people have access to the resources, 
encouragement, and opportunities they need. By 
combining financial support with personal 
development, COV is nurturing the next generation of 
changemakers for Vietnam’s future.

My name is Nguyen Thi Huong 
Giang, a second-year English 
Studies student at Hue University 
of Foreign Languages.

Receiving the COV scholarship filled 
me with immense pride and 
happiness. It was a recognition of 
my diligence and abilities—not only 
for me, but for my family, teachers, 
and friends as well. Through COV, I 
gained essential soft skills, 
emotional resilience, and lifelong 
friends. The support from COV 
mentors has been invaluable.


This experience gave me the 
confidence to apply to study in the 
U.S. In just one month, I prepared 
my application and was accepted to 
Youngstown State University, where 
I will study English Language and 
Literature. I was honored to receive 
two scholarships from the 
university, motivating me as I begin 
this new chapter.


During my visa interview, the 
consular officer asked about my 
plans after graduation. I replied, "I 
will work hard, gain experience, and 
become an English teacher." It is my 
way of giving back—inspired by the 
support I received from COV, which 
showed me that no dream is too far 
out of reach. ⬛


I want to share my journey of 
overcoming hardship and pursuing 
education—from my parents' 
divorce to my life-changing 
encounter with Children of 
Vietnam's Bright Scholars program, 
which has led me to prepare for 
study abroad in the United States.


Discovering COV felt like destiny. 
On the final day of the scholarship 
deadline, I accidentally found an 
article on my school's page and 
applied immediately. Just half a day 
after preparing, I was invited for an 
interview.


The application process challenged 
me to reflect deeply. Writing about 
my family and personal struggles 
was difficult, but it helped me 
recognize my own value and the 
strength in my journey—something 
I had never paused to acknowledge 
before. I gathered achievements 
and experiences I never realized I 
had, and I believe COV saw not just 
my academic efforts, but also my 
volunteer spirit and potential.
